Minutes of Meeting of the Board of Trustees

/‘Meeling was called to order at 6:25 p.m. on Friday 27 March 2009 at the Taufer residence.

Note: The Trustees present requested that Mr. and Mrs. Meyers assist with taking
minutes for this meeting. Motion: A motion was made and seconded to have Mr. and
Mrs. Meyers take the minutes for this meeting. Mr. Walker, Mr. Johnson, Mr. Taufer,
Ms. Hatch, and Mr. Widdop voted in the affirmative. The motion carried.

Trustees present were R. Walker, C. Johnson, J. Taufer, K. Hatch, and R. Widdop.

Members of the Association present were Annette Grant, Marty Duitz, Lymon Burton, Myla
Widdop, Jodi Taufer, Mr. and Mrs. Holzworth, Shelly Marshall, Rita Walker, Christine Smith,
Dustin McKinney, Mr. and Mrs. McKinney, and Graciela and Tom Meyers.

1. Board of Trustees agenda, first item was the reading of the minutes from the 21 March 2009
Meeting of the Board of Trustees.

Discussion: Mr. Johnson, reviewing the draft minutes, denied that he had ever “consulted”
with Mr. Lundgren. Mr. Taufer discussed the event where Mr. Johnson had sent draft By-
laws to Mr. Lundgren for comment, and pointed out that he had sent them without
authorization from the Board. Concern was expressed that “unilateral action” had been
criticized in other Board members, and thus the criticism of Mr. Johnson was valid. Because
of the recent developments described in the draft minutes, Mr. Taufer lamented having
backed down from his initial resistance to keeping Mr. Lundgren, the CPO attorney, as legal
counsel.

A request was made to put a hold on the approval of the draft minutes until clarified.

Mr. Walker expressed a concern that he had been accused of having poor minutes. He
addressed the problem of minutes written inaccurately and delayed for long periods of time.
Ms. Hatch stated that she had “tried [her] best out of the goodness of [her] heart”. Mr.
Johnson stated that she was in fact the Treasurer, filling in as the Secretary. Mr. Taufer
reminded everyone that internal bickering among the Trustees might have been caused by the
messiness of the situation that they had inherited. Mr. Walker pointed out that minutes
should be available for review and approval at the very next meeting. He accepted
responsibility for not insisting that minutes be both timely and accurate.

Mr. Taufer observed that there have been communications going around from people who
have not been present at Board of Trustees meetings to hear the actual discussions that they
are commenting on. He expressed a concern that our members make their decisions after
hearing only one side of the issues. Discussion ensued regarding the appropriateness of a
Trustee communicating individually as an Association member or responding as a member of

the Board of Trustees.
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
